ÂStay expires 4/9/11 ïafter that, NPDES 
permits required for point source 
discharges to waters of US of biological 
pesticides, and of chemical pesticides that 
leave residue

ÂEPA issued draft general permit on June 4

ÂComments due July 19

ÂPublic meetings in Albuquerque (June 14), 
Boise, Boston and DC



Pesticide Permit (Continued)

ÂGeneral permit covers:

ÂMosquito and other flying insect spraying & 
forest canopy spraying on or near water

ÂDirect application to water to address aquatic 
weeds and algae & aquatic nuisance animals

ÂMay cover other applications in future

ÂPermit applies in MA, NH, DC, NM, OK, 
TX (for sources not covered by TCEQ), 
AK, ID

ÂWill serve as model for State permits



Pesticide Permit 

Requirements
ÂUse lowest effective amount per 

application and optimum frequency of 
application necessary

ÂPerform regular maintenance activities

ÂMaintain application equipment in proper 
operating condition

Â If exceed annual treatment area threshold, 
must do Integrated Pest Management

Â If act inconsistently with FIFRA label, 
presume that tech requirements violated

Requirements
ÂMust do controls as necessary to meet 

WQS

ÂEPA expects that compliance with other 

permit provisions will meet that test

ÂMonitoring requirements

ÂPesticide disposal management plan 

(PDMP)

ÂCorrective action provisions

ÂRecordkeeping and reporting
